ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On August 5, 2004, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority of Corrigan Associates Limited Partnership.  On October 6, 1989, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to Corrigan Associates to provide shared tenant services in Case No. TA‑89‑92.      

Staff stated that Corrigan Associates is no longer entitled to a certificate of service authority because the property manager of the address where the service was provided states that the service is no longer being provided there.  That property manager asks the Commission to cancel the certificate.

Also, Staff stated that Corrigan Associates is no longer entitled to a certificate because it filed a complaint against it for failing to file its 2002 Annual Report.  The Commission assigned that complaint Case No. TC-2004-0389.  In that case, the Commission issued an Order Granting Default.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) gives a party 10 days to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Corrigan Associates failed to reply to Staff’s motion.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings and finds that it should cancel the shared tenant services certificate of service authority granted to Corrigan Associates in Case No. TA-89-92.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the shared tenant services certificate of service authority granted to Corrigan Associates Missouri Limited Partnership in Case No. TA-89-92 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 20, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on September 21, 2004.
