RIVER’S EDGE REQUEST FOR HEARING

Comes now River’s Edge Properties, L.L.C. (“River’s Edge”) and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-20.050(5)(C), requests a hearing in this proceeding.  In support of its request, River’s Edge states as follows:

1.
River’s Edge is a Missouri corporation and is constructing a project located at 600 River’s Edge Dr. in St. Charles, Missouri (“River’s Edge Project”). The River’s Edge Project will be a retirement community of 147 units.


2.
On December 22, 2003, Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, filed an application for a variance from the individual metering requirements of 4 CSR 240-20.050 for the River’s Edge Project.

On January 30, 2004, the Committee issued a recommendation for denial of AmerenUE’s application for variance.  On February 10, River’s Edge filed its application to intervene, motion for reconsideration and request for hearing.  On February 11 , the Commission issued an order scheduling a prehearing conference, and directing that the parties develop a procedural schedule leading to a hearing at which all contested issues may be decided.  On February 24, the Commission issued an order granting River’s Edge application to intervene.  At the March 3 prehearing conference, Judge Roberts granted River’s Edge motion for rehearing by the Electric Meter Variance Committee.  On March 12, River’s Edge filed its amended application for variance.  On March 30, the Electric Meter Variance Committtee issued a recommendation that River’s Edge amended application be denied.

The Commission’s February 11 order implicitly recognized that this case merits a hearing by directing that the parties develop a procedural schedule “leading to a hearing at which all contested issues may be decided”.

The variance sought by River’s Edge in this case is of vital importance to both River’s Edge and the elderly residents who will be affected by the Commission’s decision in this case.  The March 30 recommendation of the Electric Meter Variance Committee is erroneous, and if a hearing is granted in this case, River’s Edge will present evidence to show that good cause exists to grant the variance.

WHEREFORE, River’s Edge requests that the Comission grant a hearing in this case.
