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Staff’s Status Report

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its status report states:

1.
On August 13, 2004, Focal Communications Corporation of Missouri and Broadwing Communications, LLC, applied for permission to move Focal’s assets and customers to Broadwing.  On October 28, the Commission granted the parties the relief they requested.  That order also required that Focal notify the Commission when the transaction was completed.

2.
On December 29, 2004, the Commission issued an order directing the Staff to file, no later than January 28, 2005, a Status Report concerning the asset transfer approved in its October 28 order.

3.
Staff counsel has contacted Focal’s counsel concerning this matter.  According to Focal’s counsel, this transaction has not yet closed.

WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends that the Commission direct Focal to file status reports at monthly intervals, or at such other time period as the Commission deems appropriate, until this transaction is closed.
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
