ORDER REGARDING PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On October 26, 2004, ALLTEL Communications, Inc., filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an application for approval of its Interconnection Agreement with Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri, under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  On November 4, 2004, Alma Communications Company d/b/a Alma Telephone Company, Chariton Valley Telephone Corp., Choctaw Telephone Company, Mid-Missouri Telephone Company, MoKan Dial, Inc., and Northeast Missouri Rural Telephone Company (Applicants) filed an application to intervene opposing certain provisions of the Interconnection Agreement between ALLTEL and SBC.  Subsequently, the Commission granted the Applicants’ request to intervene and held a prehearing conference on December 7, 2004.  All of the parties were present.  

In its Order granting the Applicants’ request to intervene, the Commission directed the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule on December 10, 2004.  During the prehearing conference the parties expressed a desire to use the rest of the week, through December 10, 2004, to negotiate an agreement.  To facilitate the parties’ efforts, the Commission will extend the time by which the parties must file a proposed procedural schedule.

Because the Commission must act on the request for approval of the interconnection agreement by February 1, 2005, the Commission will not require the parties to file testimony prior to the hearing but will instead take live testimony.  Additionally, the Commis​sion will require that the parties file prehearing briefs and witness lists.  Lastly, posthearing briefs will not be filed but the parties will instead give closing argument.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties shall file a proposed procedural schedule no later than December 15, 2004, rather than December 10, 2004.

2. That the procedural schedule shall include dates by which the parties will file prehearing briefs and witness lists and a proposed date for an evidentiary hearing.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 8, 2004.
