ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On March 17, 2004, the Staff of the Commission asked the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority of Fibernet St. Louis, Inc., because the Commission has lost contact with the company and because the Missouri Secretary of State lists the company as dissolved on January 31, 1996.  Staff indicated in its pleading that Fibernet St. Louis was removed from the Commission’s mailing list to receive annual report forms, statement of revenue forms, and annual revenue assessment information.  When the Commission began using its Electronic Filing and Information System (EFIS), the company was included on the list because its certificate and tariff had not been canceled.  Staff believes that the company was originally removed from the list, because it no longer intended to maintain its certificate.

Staff did not include in its pleading any indication of the company’s last known address.  The Commission cannot cancel the certificate without knowing that proper service was attempted on the company.  The Commission will direct Staff to inform it of the company’s last known address.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than April 12, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a supplemental pleading verifying the company’s last known address.

That this order shall become effective on April 2, 2004.
