ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

This order cancels the certificate of service and accompanying tariff of Communication Management Systems.

On December 8, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services and the accompany​ing tariff of CMS.  Staff indicates that CMS’s 2002 annual report was not filed and its Fiscal Year 2003 assessment to the Commission was not paid.  As a result, CMS was the subject of a complaint case initiated by the Staff.
  A default was entered against CMS in the complaint but the certificate and tariff of CMS were not canceled as a result of that case.
  

Staff also reported that all attempts at getting service in the Complaint case were returned to the Commission.  Staff further reports that it has been unable to contact the company.  Staff, therefore, requests that CMS’s certificate and tariff be canceled.

Staff served its motion on the last known address and on the five partners listed as owners on the fictitious name registration with the Missouri Secretary of State’s website.  No response to Staff’s motion was received.

CMS was granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services with the approval of its tariff, P.S.C.MO. No. 1, in Case No. TA‑95‑96.  

Under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2003, the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate.  The Commission’s records indicate that this company is no longer in business in the state.  Therefore, the Commission finds that the certificate of service authority granted to CMS, along with the accompanying tariff, should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to Communication Management Systems, in Case No. TA‑95‑96 is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff, P.S.C. MO. No. 1, filed by Communication Management Systems, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 31, 2004.
4. That this case may be closed on January 1, 2005.
