REQUEST FOR ORAL ARGUMENT
COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE, and hereby respectfully requests oral argument with respect to its Application for Rehearing and Alternative Motion for Clarification of the Commission’s Order of October 6, 2004, filed concurrently with this Request.  In support thereof, AmerenUE states as follows:

1. The Company believes that Missouri will benefit from the Metro East transfer and the generation resources it would effectively provide, as discussed in the Application filed concurrently herewith.  It has therefore proposed a solution to the problems presented by the Commission’s Report and Order.  
2. This is a complex case in which a large number of issues have been raised.  As its Application indicates, the Company believes the Order also consists of numerous serious errors and legal infirmities.  
3. In light of these considerations, the Company believes that the Commission would benefit from oral argument with respect to the Company’s Application.  Oral argument will give the parties the opportunity to provide input to the Commission on the matters raised in the Company’s Application, and will provide the Commission the opportunity to pose questions to aid the Commission in its decision-making process.
WHEREFORE, the Company respectfully requests that the Commission schedule oral arguments on the Company’s Application at which time counsel for the parties to this case would appear, present argument, and respond to the Commission’s questions.
