ORDER DIRECTING PUBLIC COUNSEL TO EXPLAIN ITS REQUEST FOR A LOCAL PUBLIC HEARING  

On April 19, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a request for a local public hearing regarding Timber Creek Sewer Co., Inc.’s request for a small company rate increase.  Public Counsel’s request states that the rate increase requested by the company is significant and indicates Public Counsel’s belief that the Commission “should give the Company’s customers an opportunity to be heard prior to deciding whether this increase should be authorized.”

The Commission is certainly willing to hear from the company’s customers if any wish to be heard but before committing the substantial time and resources necessary to conduct a local public hearing in Platte City, the Commission would like some indication that the company’s customers have a desire to be heard by the Commission.  For that reason, the Commission will direct Public Counsel to filed a pleading indicating the number and general nature of the contacts that it has had with the company’s customers regarding the proposed rate increase.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a pleading no later than April 26, 2004, indicating the number and general nature of the contacts that it has had with Timber Creek Sewer Company’s customers regarding the proposed rate increase.

That this order shall become effective on April 22, 2004.
