Staff Motion to Cancel Certificate and Close Case

COMES NOW Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and states:

1.
On February 6, 2004, Staff filed a Complaint against Global Telelink Services, Inc. (“the Company”), alleging a violation of the Commission’s statutes and rules relating to annual report filings.  

2.
On February 18, 2004, Staff counsel was informed by counsel for the Company’s receiver that on March 9, 2001, the Company’s assets were frozen and a receiver was appointed by the United States District Court for the Northern District of Georgia, Atlanta Division, in Civil Action No. 1 01-CV-0632.  That case was filed by the Securities and Exchange Commission against the Company.  The Order of Preliminary Injunction and Other Relief and accompanying cover letter from Counsel for the Receiver are attached as Exhibit A.

3.
According to Counsel for the Receiver, the Company has not operated since the receivership commenced in 2001.  See Exhibit A.  Counsel for the Receiver has indicated through communication with Staff counsel that the receiver has no objection to the cancellation of the Company’s certificate of service authority.  

4.
Further, subsequent to the entry of the Order attached as Exhibit A, and under the auspices of the United States District Court for the Northern District of Georgia, the assets of the Company have been liquidated.  The Civil Action was closed in August 2003.  As a result, the Commission’s 2003 and 2004 assessments appear unrecoverable.  Although the statutory support exists to find the Company has violated Missouri statutes, the Company’s existence has ceased and further process against this Company appears futile.

WHEREFORE, Staff moves and recommends that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted Global Telelink Services, Inc. in its Order of December 14, 2000 in Case No. TA-2001-174, as well as its tariff, P.S.C. Mo. Tariff No. 2, and close this case.
