SECOND ORDER RESCHEDULING HEARING

On January 29, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Secured Technologies, L.C.  The Commission set the hearing for May 12, then rescheduled it for June 11.

In honor of President Reagan’s passing, President Bush made June 8 a National Day of Mourning.  As a result, Governor Holden ordered all State offices closed on June 11.   Accordingly, the Commission rescheduled the evidentiary hearing on its next available date, which was July 8.

Secured Technologies then informed the Commission its witnesses were unavailable that date.  Secured Technologies asked the Commission to reschedule the hearing to August 11.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to a motion.  Because, however, Secured Technologies represents that August 11 is a satisfactory date for Staff, the Commission will take up the motion unopposed.  The Commission finds the motion reasonable, and will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the evidentiary hearing will be held on August 11, 2004, at 8:30 a.m.

2. That the hearing will be held at the Commission's offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a facility that meets the accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).
