ORDER REJECTING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING

On September 23, 2004, the Commission ordered that the Staff of the Commission should seek penalties against Officeplus Corporation of Missouri for its failure to timely file its 2002 annual report.  That order stated that it would become effective October 4.

On October 4, Officeplus filed a Motion for Reconsideration.  On October 14, Staff responded by stating that the Commission should reject the motion because Officeplus filed it out of time

Section 386.500, RSMo 2000, requires that an application for rehearing must be filed before the order becomes effective:

No cause or action arising out of any order or decision of the commission shall accrue in any court to any corporation or person or public utility unless such corporation or person or public utility shall have made, before the effective date of such order or decision, application to the commission for a rehearing.

Officeplus filed its motion on the order’s effective date, not before the effective date.  The motion is untimely.  The Commission has no authority to accept and consider an untimely application for rehearing.
  The application must therefore be rejected.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That the application for rehearing filed by Officeplus Corporation of Missouri is rejected.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 21, 2004.
