ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On June 2, 2003, The Free Network, LLC, and Lightyear Communications, Inc., filed an application to transfer assets.  At paragraph 15 of the application, the Applicants state that they “have no overdue annual reports or assessment fees due in Missouri.”   Staff filed a Recommendation on July 14, 2003, and a Motion to Correct Staff Recommendation on July 17, 2003.  Staff states at paragraph 2 of its motion that The Free Network “owes $10.67 in overdue assessments . . . [and] has not filed its annual report for 1999, 2000, 2001 and 2002.”   The Applicants did not file a response to Staff’s motion.

The Commission finds that a prehearing conference should be held to discuss settlement of the pending issues and possible further procedural schedules.  Therefore, the Commission will direct the parties to appear at a prehearing conference.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties shall appear at a prehearing conference on August 18, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference will be held in Room 305 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.
