Response To Motion To Cancel Certificates Of Authority And Tariffs
COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”), in response to WorldCom, Inc.’s Motion To Cancel Certificates Of Authority And Tariffs (“Motion”) in the above-captioned proceeding, respectfully states:

On October 28, 2004, WorldCom, Inc. (“WorldCom”) filed its Motion to cancel certain certificates of service authority and tariffs in keeping with the Commission’s November 13, 2003 Order Approving Corporate Restructuring.   WorldCom’s Motion is not detrimental to the public interest and it comports with the Commission’s orders in this case.  In addition, WorldCom counsel informed Staff counsel that the cancellation of certificates and tariffs requested by WorldCom in its Motion (para. 4) completes this case.
