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Stipulation of Fact

COME NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Kansas City Executive Suites, Inc. and stipulate and agree as follows:

1.

Respondent Kansas City Executive Suites, Inc. (the “Company”), an administratively dissolved Missouri corporation, was a “telecommunications company” and “public utility” as defined in Section 386.020 RSMo. (2000) and is subject to the jurisdiction of the Missouri Public Service Commission pursuant to Section 386.250.  The Commission granted the Company a certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services in Case No. TA-94-59 on November 18, 1993.  

2.

The Company ceased providing shared tenant services on or before July 31, 2002, and subsequently was administratively dissolved by the Missouri Secretary of State’s Office.

3.

The Company’s 2002 Annual Report was due to the Commission on or before April 15, 2003.

4.       The Commission received the Company’s 2002 Annual Report on April 27, 2004.


5.
The Company had not attempted to file its 2002 Annual Report prior to April 27, 2004.

6.

The Company’s Fiscal Year 2003 assessment was due to the Commission on or before July 15, 2002.


7.
The Company has not paid its Fiscal Year 2003 assessment as of the date this document is filed.


8.

The parties agree that as part of the Commission Order in this case, the Commission may formally find that it may publicly release the amount of the overdue assessment. 


9.

The Company has no objection to the cancellation of its certificate of service authority.  The Staff has previously suggested that default would support certificate cancellation in Count Three of its initial Complaint in this case.


10.

The foregoing stipulated and agreed points address all facts raised in the List of Issues filed by Staff in its Proposed List of Issues and Statement of Positions of Staff on July 15, 2004.
