ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

This order directs the Staff of the Commission to file a report updating the status of this case. 

On February 18, 2004, Staff filed a complaint.  On February 23, the Commission notified Maxxis of the complaint.  Maxxis would have been required to answer the complaint no later than March 22.

Instead of Maxxis’ Answer, Staff has filed several Status Reports.  Those reports explain that Maxxis wants to operate in Missouri again, and that Maxxis has been trying to get reinstated through the Secretary of State’s office.  Maxxis is also in a Chapter 11 bankruptcy case, and has tax issues pending with the Missouri Department of Revenue.   Staff asks that the Commission order Maxxis to file a status report regarding its discussions with the Secretary of State and Department of Revenue, and its intentions to provide interexchange telecommunications services in Missouri, no later than February 28, 2005. 

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) gives 10 days to parties to respond.  Maxxis did not object to Staff’s request within 10 days.  The Commission will direct Maxxis to file a status report no later than February 28.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Maxxis Communications, Inc., is no longer required to file an Answer to the Complaint.

2. That Maxxis Communications, Inc., shall file the above-described status report no later than February 28, 2005.

3. That this order shall become effective on November 9, 2004.
