ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CHANGE HEARING DATES

On December 13, 2004, BPS Telephone Company filed a motion to revise the procedural schedule in this matter.  In its motion, BPS proposed that the evidentiary hearing be held on March 2-4, 2005.  On December 14, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order setting a revised procedural schedule for this matter, adopting the dates proposed by BPS.

Then, on December 17, 2004, BPS filed a motion to change the hearing dates to March 22-24, 2005, stating that it has a conflict.  BPS informs the Commission that it has discussed this matter with the parties who do not object to the proposed change.  The Commission finds the motion reasonable and will grant the requested relief.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion to Change Hearing Dates filed by BPS Telephone Company is granted.

2. That an evidentiary hearing will be held in this matter on March 22-24, 2005.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 21, 2004.
