ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On May 20, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority of Phone Bank, Inc. d/b/a Phone Banc, Inc.  Staff stated that on May 2, 2003, it received a letter from the manager of Phone Banc, Mark Mustain, who stated that  “Phone Banc has not operated as a CLEC or phone company, and we are not going to pursue the process to maintain status as a CLEC.”  Staff added that Phone Banc has no assessment fees due and is current on the submission of its annual report.  The Commission takes judicial notice that Phone Banc was granted a certificate on August 16, 2000, in Case No. TA-2000-701.  The tariff approved was Mo. P.S.C. No. 1, original pages 1 through 51.  The tariff file number is JC-2003-0797.

Staff asserts that under Section 392.410.5, RSMo 2000, the Commission may alter or modify any certificate of service authority upon its own motion or upon that of the entity affected.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties shall not be allowed more than ten days in which to file a responsive pleading.  More than ten days have expired since Staff filed its motion and Phone Banc has not responded.  Furthermore, in light of the letter sent by Phone Banc’s manager, it is reasonable to conclude that Phone Banc concurs with the cancellation of its certificate.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion and finds that granting the motion is reasonable.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to Phone Bank, Inc. d/b/a Phone Banc, Inc., in Case No. TA-2000-701 is canceled.

2. That the following tariff, tariff file no. JC-2003-0797, is canceled:

3. That this order shall become effective on June 15, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on June 16, 2003.
