COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1. On May 19, 1997, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued an order approving a certificate of service authority for America’s Tele-Network Corporation (ATN) for interexchange telecommunications service in Case No. TA-97-433.  

2. Staff received a letter dated January 27, 2003 from ATN counsel, which stated that ATN “ceased operations at some point in the first quarter of 2001” and that “the company no longer exists, has had no operations for nearly two years and has paid all creditors it could pay with the resources that existed at the time it ceased its operations”.  ATN counsel further states that any customers at the time were timely notified of the need for each of them to select another long distance provider and that ATN has no revenues or property in any state.      Counsel for ATN requests cancellation of its certificate of service authority for interexchange telecommunications and its accompanying tariff. 

3. ATN has no amount due and owing to the Commission.  ATN owes no annual reports to the Commission.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             Commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no part requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services and the accompanying tariff of ATN. 
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
