Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Associated Tariff 


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and moves the Commission to open a case and cancel TelecomEZ Corp.’s Certificate of Service Authority and Tariff.  In support of its Motion, the Staff respectfully states as follows:

1. In Case No. TA-2001-609 in June 2001, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its order approving the certificate of service authority of TelecomEZ Corp. to provide interexchange telecommunications services.

2. On February 9, 2004, the president of the company sent a letter to the Commission requesting that the Commission cancel its certificate of service authority.  Case No. TC-2004-0316, a complaint case alleging TelecomEZ had failed to file its 2002 annual report and pay its 2004 assessment, was pending at the time.  Subsequently, in April 2004, the Commission found the company in default in the complaint case.  Some time before May 2004, the company appears to have ceased to exist.  

3. The Commission is no longer able to contact the company and mail sent to the address provided to the Commission in Colorado has been returned as undeliverable.  An example of the returned mail from May 2004 is attached as Attachment A.  The undersigned has contacted the telephone number provided to the Commission and it is now out of service.  During the pendency of Case No. TC-2004-0316, the telephone number had been operational.

4. The Missouri Secretary of State’s office administratively dissolved the company, a Colorado corporation, on October 22, 2004.  The company remains in good standing in Colorado and made its most recent filing with the Colorado Secretary of State on January 16, 2004.  However, the address for the company in the Colorado Secretary of State’s record is the same address the company has on file with this Commission and, as noted above, mail sent to that address has been returned as undeliverable.

5. During its Fiscal Years of presence in Missouri, the Commission has never received Statements of Revenue.  The Commission estimated extremely small assessments but the company has not paid those assessments.  The total amount of unpaid estimated assessments is less than $2.00.

6. Correspondence from the company (prior to its disappearance) indicates that the company “tried to raise the necessary capital to start operation in Missouri but to-date (sic), we are still not able to raise the necessary fund (sic).”  Letter of February 6, 2004 (attached as Attachment B).  Also according to its president, the company has never started to operate in Missouri and never had Missouri customers.  

7. TelecomEZ Corp. has not filed annual reports with the Commission for calendar years 2002 and 2003.  However, the former corporate officer has indicated that there is no longer any person available to complete those reports on behalf of the company.

8. Copies of this Motion are being served upon the address the company provided to the Commission, as well as the Post Office Box on the company’s letterhead (see Exhibit B) and the company’s registered agent.

9. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo (Supp. 2003), which provides:

Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted TelecomEZ Corp. in Case No. TA-2001-609 to provide interexchange telecommunications communications services, as well as its tariff, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 1.
