ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

This order directs the Staff of the Commission to file a report updating the status of this case. 

On October 4, 2004, the Reiersons filed a Complaint.  The parties discussed the case at a December 17 prehearing conference.  Following that conference, the Staff of the Commission reported on the negotiations’ status.
In that report, Staff stated that the parties agreed upon a schedule to exchange information.  Also, Blue Lagoon agreed to apply for a certificate of convenience and necessity.  The Missouri Department of Natural Resources and the Missouri Attorney General are also investigating Blue Lagoon.  Therefore, Staff recommends that the Commission not act until Staff, DNR, and the Attorney General have a joint plan on how to proceed.

The Commission will order Staff to file a status report concerning the progress that Staff, DNR, and the Attorney General have made on that proposed joint plan.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a Status Report no later than February 28, 2005.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 12, 2005.
