ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On August 26, 2003, Delta Phones, Inc., filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Statement. Delta notes that on August 19, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Regarding Complaint which, among other things, directed Delta to file a statement with the Commission by August 26, 2003, showing the disputed and undisputed amounts that have not been paid by Delta to Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company.  Delta states that its billing analyst and statistician is Ms. Laura Ellman, whose mother died unexpectedly last week.  Because of commitments to her  family at this time, Ms. Ellman has not been available to prepare the statement sought by the Commission.  In order to allow Ms. Ellman sufficient time to prepare the statement, Delta requests an extension of time to August 29, 2003.  Delta adds that counsel for the Staff of the Commission does not object to this request. 

The Commission has reviewed the request for an extension of time and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Extension of Time to File Statement, filed on August 26, 2003, is granted.  The deadline for Delta Phones, Inc. to file its statement is extended from August 26, 2003, to August 29, 2003.

2. That this order shall become final on September 7, 2003.
