ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO AMEND COMPLAINT

On February 4, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint against WWC License LLC, d/b/a Cellular One Long Distance (the Company), alleging a violation of the Commission’s statutes and rules relating to annual report filings.  The Company subsequently submitted a completed 2002 Annual Report form to the Commis​sion’s Data Center.

On February 26, 2004, Staff filed a Motion to Amend Complaint.  Staff indicates that it believes that the Company would like to maintain its certificate of service authority and that it made the annual report submission in order to further that goal.  Staff has no objection to the Company maintaining its certificate of service authority, and accordingly requests that the Commission amend Staff’s complaint to delete paragraphs 10 and 11 regarding certificate cancellation.  Staff also requests authority to amend its complaint to delete the portion of the “Wherefore” clause regarding certificate cancellation.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s Motion to Amend Complaint and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Staff’s Motion to Amend Complaint, filed on February 26, 2004, is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 11, 2004.
