ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

This order cancels the certificate of service authority of Payroll Advance, Inc.

On January 31, 2003, The Phone Connection, Inc. d/b/a Affordable Phone Company, and Payroll Advance jointly filed an application for authority to transfer the customers of Payroll Advance to Affordable.  In the body of their application, the companies requested that the certificate of Payroll Advance be canceled when the transactions were completed.  Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission made a recommendation in the proceeding and noted in its attached Memorandum that the certificated should be canceled.

The Commission approved the application and directed the parties to notify it when the transactions were completed.  The transactions were completed and notice was given to the Commission, which administratively closed the case.  The certificate of Payroll Advance remained on the Commission’s records as active. 

On September 16, 2004, Staff brought to the Commission’s attention that the certificate remains active and should be canceled.  The Commission directed any responses to Staff’s motion to be file no later than September 27, 2004.  No response was received.  Therefore, the Commission determines after a review of the record that the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services of Payroll Advance should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications service granted to Payroll Advance, Inc., in Case No. TA‑99‑405 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 14, 2004.
3. That this case may be closed on October 15, 2004.
