ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT AND ESTABLISHING TIME FOR FILING OF RECOMMENDATION

On September 19, 2003, WorldCom, Inc. filed an Application for Approval of Restructuring.  Along with its application, WorldCom filed a motion for expedited treatment, requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the application so that it might act to approve the application by November 19, 2003.    

On October 3, the Commission ordered its Staff to respond to WorldCom’s motion for expedited treatment no later than October 8.  That order also provided that any other party wishing to respond to WorldCom’s motion must do so not later than October 8.  Staff filed its response on October 8.  No other party responded.

Staff’s response states that it intends to file its recommendation regarding WorldCom’s application by November 3, a date that will allow the Commission to act on the application by November 19 as requested.  

After considering Staff’s response, the Commission will grant WorldCom’s motion for expedited treatment and will direct its Staff to file a recommendation no later than November 3.  Any other party that wishes to file a recommendation regarding WorldCom’s application must also do so no later than November 3. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the motion for expedited treatment filed by WorldCom, Inc. is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Public Service Commission shall file a recommendation regarding WorldCom, Inc.’s Application for Approval of Restructuring and Request for Waiver no later than November 3, 2003.

3. That any other party wishing to file a recommendation regarding WorldCom, Inc.’s Application for Approval of Restructuring and Request for Waiver shall do so no later than November 3, 2003.
