ORDER REQUIRING FILING OF PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
On February 17, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Complaint against St. John’s Regional Medical Center.  Because St. John’s Regional admitted in its Answer it did not file its 2002 Annual Report on time, on July 6, the Commission issued a Determination on the Pleadings.  On July 14, St. John’s Regional filed an Application for Rehearing and Reconsideration, which the Commission granted on August 10.

This matter is now at issue and a procedural schedule is appropriate to ensure its prompt resolution.  The parties shall jointly file a proposed procedural schedule as directed below.  

The proposed procedural schedule shall establish dates for filing an issues list, and the parties’ positions on each issue.  It shall also include a date for filing of a witness list, the order in which they shall appear and the order of cross-examination.  The Commission will waive its rule requiring pre-filed testimony, and expects the parties’ proposed procedural schedule to include only live testimony.  Also, the proposed procedural schedule shall propose hearing dates.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties shall jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than August 31, 2004. 

2. That this order shall become effective on August 13, 2004.
