ORDER CANCELING HEARING AND 

SETTING BRIEFING SCHEDULE
On February 17, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Officeplus Corporation of Missouri.  The Commission issued its Notice of Complaint on February 20, and Respondent filed its Answer on April 13.  The Commission adopted the parties’ proposed procedural schedule, and set the hearing for July 15.

On July 7, the parties informed the Commission that they agreed on the facts, and that they preferred to brief the legal issues rather than have a hearing.  The Commission will grant the parties’ request.  The Commission will order briefs, and will cancel the hearing.  The Commission expects the briefs to state precisely when Officeplus stopped doing business in Missouri.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the hearing set for July 15, 2004, is canceled. 

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file its brief no later than July 19, 2004.

3. That Officeplus Corporation of Missouri shall file its brief no later than July 29, 2004. 

4. That this order shall become effective on July 9, 2004.
