ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CANCEL CERTIFICATE 

OF SERVICE AUTHORITY AND TARIFF
Syllabus:  This order grants the Staff of the Commission’s Motion to Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Tariff, and Close Case.  
Procedural History

On February 18, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Maxxis Communications, Inc.  In that complaint, Staff alleged that Maxxis did not file its 2002 annual report, and had not paid its 2004 assessment.  Staff’s complaint requested authority, as provided in Section 386.600, RSMo 2000, to bring a penalty action in circuit court against Maxxis for those failures.

On March 10, Staff filed a Status Report.  Staff did so because Maxxis had informed Staff that Maxxis had filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection, and that Maxxis could not afford local counsel to respond to Staff’s complaint.  
Also in that report, Staff stated that Maxxis had filed its 2002 annual report and paid its overdue assessment.  Staff stated that the Missouri Secretary of State had administratively dissolved Maxxis, and that upon Maxxis becoming reinstated, Staff would dismiss its complaint.  The Commission granted the parties several continuances to allow Maxxis to become reinstated.  
Then, on January 12, Staff filed its Motion to Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Tariff, and Close Case.  Staff asked the Commission to cancel the interexchange certificate that the Commission granted to Maxxis in Case No. TA-99-380, as well as the accompanying tariff, MO. P.S.C. Tariff No. 1.  Staff did so because Maxxis informed Staff that it stopped doing business in January, 2004, and because Maxxis asked the Commission to cancel its certificate and tariff.  Staff reaffirmed its March 10 Status Report, stating that Maxxis is now in compliance with the Commission’s rules.  
On January 13, the Commission ordered Maxxis to respond.  Maxxis failed to do so.

Decision
Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings, and finds that it should grant Staff’s motion.  The Commission will cancel the interexchange certificate of service authority granted to Maxxis in Case No. TA-99-380.  Also, the Commission will cancel the accompanying tariff, MO. P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, and will close the case.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Commission’s Motion to Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Tariff, and Close Case, is granted.
2. That the interexchange certificate of service authority the Commission granted to Maxxis Communications, Inc., in Case No. TA-99-380, is canceled.

3. That Maxxis Communications, Inc’s. interexchange tariff, MO. P.S.C.  Tariff No. 1, is canceled. 

4. That this order shall become effective on February 11, 2005.

5. That this case shall be closed on February 12, 2005.
