ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE AND SETTING DATE FOR SUBMISSION OF INTERVENTION REQUESTS

On October 27, 2003, Ozark Water and Wastewater Management Co., Inc. and English Village Not-for-Profit Sewer Corporation filed a joint application with the Missouri Public Service Commission, pursuant to Section 393.190, RSMo 2000, requesting that the Commission approve the sale of Ozark Water and Wastewater’s sewage collection system assets to English Village Not-for-Profit Sewer Corporation.   

Ozark Water and Wastewater, a regulated public utility, currently operates a sewage collection system and sewage treatment plant located approximately two miles north of the city limits of Nixa, in Christian County, Missouri.  Ozark Water and Wastewater proposes to sell its sewage collection system to English Village Not-for-Profit Sewer Corporation, which has entered into an agreement with the City of Springfield, Missouri, for treatment of the sewage collected from that system.  Upon completion of the proposed transaction, Ozark Water and Wastewater’s treatment facility will no longer be needed and will be shut down and dismantled.  English Village Not-for-Profit Sewer Corporation indicates that as a nonprofit sewer company, its operation of the sewage collection system purchased from Ozark Water and Wastewater will not be subject to regulation by the Commission. 

The Commission finds that notice of this application should be made to the general public and interested parties and that a date for intervention of proper parties should be set.

The Commission’s Data Center shall mail a copy of this notice to the county commission of Christian County, to the City of Springfield, and the Department of Natural Resources of the State of Missouri.  In addition, the Commission’s public information officer shall make notice of this order available to the media serving Christian County and to the members of the General Assembly representing Christian County.

The requirement of a hearing has been fulfilled when all those having a desire to be heard are offered an opportunity to be heard.  If no proper party or governmental entity is granted intervention and neither the Commission’s Staff nor the Office of the Public Counsel requests a hearing, the Commission may determine that a hearing is not necessary. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Missouri Public Service Commission’s Data Center is ordered to serve notice as set out herein.

2. That the Missouri Public Service Commission’s information officer is ordered to serve notice as set out herein.

3. That any proper person wishing to intervene in this matter shall file an application to do so no later than November 17, 2003.  Such applications shall be filed with:
