ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND MAKING

SPECTRA COMMUNICATIONS GROUP LLC

D/B/A CENTURYTEL A PARTY

Syllabus:
  This order directs the parties to respond to FullTel, Inc.’s assertion that the Commission must act on its petition within 90 days.  This order also makes Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, a party to the case.  Also, this order directs the parties to explain the relationship, if any between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC and Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel.

On September 30, 2004, FullTel, Inc., filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement, notifying the Commission of its desire to adopt the terms of the Interconnection Agreement between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, pursuant to Section 252(i) of the Federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.
  The Agreement between GTE Midwest Incorporated d/b/a/ Verizon Midwest (CenturyTel’s predecessor-in-interest) and Brooks Fiber was approved by the Commission in Case No. CK-2002-1146.

On October 25, CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, filed a Motion to Reject Confirmation and/or Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement by Summary Determination on the Pleadings and Alternative Request for Hearing.  CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, claims it has no duty to provide services to FullTel under the Brooks Fiber agreement because CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC was not a party to that agreement.

FullTel claims that the Commission must act on this petition within 90 days.  47 U.S.C. § 252(e)(4) requires the Commission to act on negotiated interconnection agree​ments within 90 days of their submission.  The Commission will order the parties to explain whether 47 U.S.C. § 252(e)(4) also covers FullTel’s attempt to adopt the Brooks Fiber agreement.

FullTel also characterizes CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel as being essentially the same company.  CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, stated that the Commission did not make Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, a party to this case.  CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, arguably disagrees with FullTel’s assessment of the relationship between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel.  Therefore, the Commission will make Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel a party to this case.  The Commission will also order the parties to explain the relationship, if any, between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than November 5, 2004, FullTel, Inc., CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, and the Staff of the Commission shall file pleadings explaining whether 47 U.S.C. § 252(e)(4) requires this Commission to act within 90 days of FullTel’s petition, and explaining the relationship, if any, between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel.

2. That Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, is made a party to this case.

3. That this order shall become effective on October 26, 2004.
