ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

On July 11, 2003, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority and accompany tariff of Network Enhanced Technologies, Inc.  The Commission granted NETI a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecom​munications services in Case No. TA‑97‑434 on May 19, 1997.  

Staff stated that NETI is no longer entitled to have a certificate of service authority and tariff because the Missouri Secretary of State dissolved NETI on August 28, 2000.  Staff also stated that NETI is no longer entitled to have a certificate of service authority and tariff because NETI failed to keep the Commission notified of its current address and telephone number.  

Staff pled that the U.S. Post Office returned NETI’s 2002 annual report form as undeliverable.  Staff failed, however, to plead to which address Staff sent the form.  Staff further indicated it served its pleadings to a David Vorbeck, Esq.  Mr. Vorbeck’s address, however, is not listed in the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System (EFIS) as the address at which NETI should be served.

The Commission issued an Order Directing Filing to Staff on July 25.  On July 31, Staff responded.  Staff stated that Mr. Vorbeck is NETI’s registered agent, according to the Secretary of State, and is a proper person to serve to give NETI notice.  Staff also attached a copy of the returned, unopened certified mail envelope that Staff sent to Mr. Vorbeck.  The Commission is satisfied that Staff properly served NETI with its Motion.    

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings and finds that it should cancel the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to NETI in Case No. TA-97-434.  The Commission further finds that it should cancel NETI’s tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Network Enhanced Technologies, Inc., in Case No. TA-97-434 is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff of Network Enhanced Technologies, Inc., P.S.C. MO. Tariff No. 1, Original Sheets 1 through 30, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 29, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on September 30, 2003.
