ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO AMEND APPLICATION
On February 17, 2005, Sprint Missouri, Inc., filed an Application for Approval of an Interconnection Agreement.  On February 28, 2005, the company filed a notice indicat​ing that it inadvertently left out page 2 of the application.  The company attached a copy of the missing page 2, and requested that page 2 be included as part of the applica​tion.
Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(20) provides that any pleading “may be amended within ten (10) days of any filing, unless a responsive pleading has already been filed, or at any time by leave of the commission.”  As Sprint filed the omitted page more than ten days after the filing of its application, leave of the Commission is required in order for the application to be amended.  The Commission notes that no party has filed a response to Sprint’s February 17th application.  The Commission finds that Sprint’s request to amend its application by the addition of page 2 is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Sprint Missouri, Inc., is granted leave to amend its application by filing the previously omitted page 2.
2. That this order shall become effective on April 4, 2005.
