ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

Mark Twain Communications Company applied to the Commission for an expansion of its current certificate of service authority and for waiver of certain Commission rules on March 20, 2002.  Mark Twain amended its application on April 9, 2002, and again on July 23, 2002.

Staff will be directed to file a Recommendation regarding the amended application no later than September 6, 2002.

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its Recommendation or a status report no later than 4:00 p.m., September 6, 2002.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 3, 2002.
