ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING
Syllabus:
  This order denies CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel’s Application for Rehearing.  It also denies FullTel, Inc.’s Request for Clarification of Order.
On December 21, the Commission issued its Order Recognizing Adoption of Interconnection Agreement.  On December 30, 2004, CenturyTel and Spectra filed an Application for Rehearing.  In response, on January 11, 2005, FullTel filed a Request for Clarification.   On January 26, the parties asked the Commission to delay ruling upon the motions until they had time to discuss settlement.  On February 7, the parties informed the Commission that they could not settle their dispute, and asked the Commission to rule on the motions. 
Section 386.500.1, RSMo (2000), provides that the Commission shall grant an application for rehearing if “in its judgment sufficient reason therefor be made to appear.”  The Commission finds that CenturyTel, Spectra, and FullTel have failed to establish sufficient reason to grant the Application for Rehearing.  The Commission will deny CenturyTels’ and Spectra’s application.  The Commission will also deny FullTel’s request.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel’s Application for Rehearing is denied.

2. That FullTel, Inc.’s Request for Clarification is denied.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 22, 2005.
