ORDER DIRECTING FILING 
Syllabus:
  This order directs the parties to file pleadings regarding the FCC’s Interim Rules.

On September 30, 2004, FullTel, Inc., filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement, notifying the Commission of its desire to adopt the terms of the Interconnection Agreement between CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, pursuant to Section 252(i) of the Federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  CenturyTel and Spectra object on the grounds that they were not parties to the Brooks Fiber agreement.

The parties have not addressed whether the FCC’s recent Interim Rules prevent FullTel from adopting the agreement.
  Those rules state that the rules’ goal is to maintain the status quo, and to not allow new carriers to opt into contract provisions frozen in place as of June 15, 2004.
  The Commission will order the parties to file pleadings on this issue no later than November 29, 2004.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than November 29, 2004, FullTel, Inc., CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, and the Staff of the Commission shall file pleadings explaining whether the above-cited FCC Interim Rules prevent the Commission from granting FullTel, Inc., the relief it requests.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 18, 2004.
