NOTICE CLOSING CASE

On February 22, 2002, counsel for Winstar  Wireless, Inc. (Old Winstar) filed a letter indicating that Winstar Communications, LLC., (New Winstar) would not take over some aspects of Old Winstar’s services, as had been anticipated and discussed in Case No. TM-2002-354.  The Commission issued an order on April 29, 2002, directing the Staff of the Commission to respond to Old Winstar’s letter.

On May 28, 2002, Staff filed its recommendation.  Staff has been informed by counsel for Old Winstar that for reasons unrelated to the transactions in Missouri, Old Winstar has not yet formally transferred its customers and assets to New Winstar as was anticipated in Case No. TM-2002-354.  Instead, Old Winstar continues to provide service under the old tariffs.  Accordingly, Staff recommends that the Commis​sion not cancel Old Winstar’s certificate of service authority and tariffs at this time.  Instead, Staff recom​mends that the Commission permit Old Winstar’s certificate of service authority to remain in effect until Old Winstar and New Winstar complete the transfer authorized in Case No. TM‑2002-354, and Old Winstar ceases operations in Missouri.  Staff suggests that the Commission close this case and direct Old Winstar to notify the Commission when the transfer approved in Case No. TM‑2002‑354 has taken place and Old Winstar has ceased providing telecommunications services in Missouri, so that the Commission may cancel Old Winstar’s certificate of service authority at that time.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s recommendation, along with the official file, and finds that this case shall now be closed.  However, the Commission will direct Old Winstar to file an application for the cancellation of its certificates when the transfer approved in Case No. TM-2002-354 has taken place and Old Winstar has ceased providing telecommunications services in Missouri.  The application for certificate cancellation shall be assigned a new case number.
