Status Report 

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Status Report, respectfully states as follows:


1.
On April 17, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) ordered Staff to file a status report regarding whether PayTel, Inc. “has any outstanding assessments and whether it has any other pending matters before the Commission.”  

2.
In reviewing Staff’s records, in year 1999 PayTel, Inc. reported income and no amount is due and owing from that year.  For all other years through the current year, PayTel, Inc. has either reported zero revenue or has not reported.  With its 2002 statement of revenue, PayTel, Inc. reported zero income and stated that it was “out of business.”  PayTel, Inc., as a private pay telephone service provider, is exempted from filing an annual report.  4 CSR 240-2.060(5)(B).  Staff did not find any pending matters involving PayTel, Inc. before this Commission.


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service of PayTel, Inc.
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
