ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO

REVISE PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 2, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order setting a procedural schedule in this matter.  As required by that schedule, the Staff of the Commission has filed its direct testimony.  Also, according to that schedule, BPS is to file rebuttal testimony on December 15, 2004.
