OFFICE OF THE PUBLIC COUNSEL'S MOTION FOR 

CORRECTION OF ORDER


The Office of the Public Counsel respectfully requests the Commission to correct its Order Granting Additional Numbering Resources in this case to note the inadvertent oversight of the participation of the Office of the Public Counsel in the application filed by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri on behalf of St. John's Mercy Medical Center.


At page 3 of the Order, the Commission states: "The Office of the Public Counsel, although a party to this case, has not participated or filed any pleadings."  While Public Counsel did not file any formal pleadings in the case, it did participate in the case by providing its support of the application that was included as part of SBC Missouri's application.  The Order inadvertently overlooked Public Counsel participation wherein Public Counsel provided a written statement to the PSC detailing the reasons why the request should be granted.  The Office of the Public Counsel expressed its support for SBC's application and request through a letter dated October 2, 2003 attached to the Application and signed by Public Counsel Chief Economist Barbara Meisenheimer and addressed to the Secretary of Commission.  A copy of the letter, which explains the Office of the Public Counsel’s reasons for support in detail, is attached to this motion.

Public Counsel did not file a formal pleading commenting on the application because this letter was filed as an exhibit to SBC's request. It appeared to Public Counsel that a pleading restating the same information would be redundant and unnecessary. 

Prior to the filing of the request, Public Counsel met with the attorney for St. John's Medical Center. In conjunction with that meeting, Public Counsel provided the letter to SBC for inclusion in its filing to demonstrate the positive public interest aspects for the request and to advise the Commission of our support and the public interest reasons that would justify approval.   It was included in the application package to expedite the process and to avoid procedural delays by documenting Public Counsel's input and support at the earliest stage. 

Since the request was a unique cooperative effort by the Medical Center, Public Counsel, and SBC to benefit the public and to preserve numbering resources, Public Counsel respectfully requests the Commission to modify the Order to correctly note that Public Counsel was in fact a participant in this request application.
