NOTICE OF COMPLAINT

On June 4, 2002, Sprint Communications Company L.P. filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, a copy of which is enclosed.  Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.070, SWBT has 30 days from the date of this notice to file an answer or to file notification that the nature of the complaint has been satisfied.


In the alternative, SWBT may file a written request that the complaint be referred to a neutral third‑party mediator for voluntary mediation of the complaint.  Upon receipt of a request for mediation, the 30‑day period will be tolled while the Commission ascertains whether Sprint is also willing to submit to voluntary mediation.  If Sprint agrees to mediation, the period within which an answer is due will be suspended pending the resolution of the mediation process.  Additional information regarding the mediation process is enclosed.


If Sprint declines the opportunity to seek mediation, SWBT will be notified in writing that the tolling has ceased and will also be notified of the date by which an answer or notice of satisfaction must be filed.  That period will usually be the remainder of the original 30‑day period.


All pleadings (the answer, the notice of satisfaction of complaint or request for mediation) must be mailed to:

A copy must be served upon Sprint at Sprint’s address as listed within the enclosed complaint.  A copy of this notice has been mailed to Sprint.

All pleadings must be filed in paper form.  After the paper copies of the pleadings are properly filed, however, all parties are also encouraged to file copies of their pleadings electronically.  Electronically‑submitted documents may be provided on computer disk or submitted by e‑mail to the law judge at bhopkins@mail.state.mo.us in a file saved in Word, WordPerfect, RTF, or ASCII format with an extension of *.doc, *.wpd, *.rtf or *.txt.  (Copies of exhibits, attachments, schedules, etc., need not be sent electronically; only pleadings should be sent electronically.)
