ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING 

Syllabus:  This order denies Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services, Inc.’s Application for Rehearing.

On February 18, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Lockheed Martin.  In that complaint, Staff alleges that Lockheed Martin did not file its 2002 annual report.  Staff’s complaint requests authority, as provided in Section 386.600, RSMo 2000, to bring a penalty action in circuit court against Lockheed Martin for its failure to file its annual report.

On April 1, Staff filed a Motion for Summary Determination.  Staff did so on the grounds that Lockheed Martin admitted that it did not timely file its report.  The Commission suspended Lockheed Martin’s duty to reply to Staff’s motion while the parties discussed settlement.  The Commission rejected the parties’ proposed settlement, and ordered Lockheed Martin to respond to Staff’s motion.     

On November 2, the Commission issued an Order Granting Motion for Summary Disposition and Order Authorizing General Counsel to Seek Penalties.  On November 10, Lockheed Martin filed its Application for Rehearing.  

Section 386.500 allows the Commission to grant rehearing if, in the Commission’s judgment, there is sufficient reason to do so.  Lockheed Martin has not given sufficient reason for the Commission to grant rehearing.  The Commission will deny the request. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services, Inc.’s  Application for Rehearing is denied.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 18, 2004.

3. That this case shall be closed on November 19, 2004.
