ORDER REJECTING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT 

Syllabus:  This order rejects the Stipulation and Agreement between the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services.

On February 13, 2004, in Commission Case No. TC-2004-0415, Staff filed a complaint.  Staff claimed that Lockheed Martin failed to timely file its 2002 Annual Report.  


On March 24, 2004, Lockheed Martin answered the complaint.  That same day, Lockheed Martin filed its Motion for Leave to File Annual Report Out of Time.  The Commission assigned that motion Case No. XE-2004-0488, and granted Lockheed Martin’s motion.  At Staff’s request, the Commission consolidated these cases, and made TC-2004-0415 the lead case.


In response to Lockheed Martin’s annual report, Staff filed a Motion for Summary Determination.  After the Commission granted Lockheed Martin more time to respond, the parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  Staff also filed Suggestions in Support.



In the Stipulation and Agreement, Staff and Lockheed Martin agreed that Lockheed Martin shall pay money to the Knob Noster R-VII School District in Johnson County, Missouri.
  Lockheed Martin must pay that money within 15 days after the Commission approves the agreement.  Once Lockheed Martin has paid the school district, Staff agrees to dismiss its complaint.  Then, within 10 days after Staff dismisses its complaint, Lockheed Martin agrees to surrender its certificate of service authority.


The Commission has reviewed the Stipulation and Agreement, and will reject it.  The Commission finds that it would be inappropriate to settle this case at this time.
  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Stipulation and Agreement the parties filed on May 10, 2004, is rejected.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 12, 2004.
