ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE, 

CANCELING TARIFF, AND CLOSING CASE

Syllabus:
  This order cancels Inacom Communcations, Inc.’s certificate of service authority and tariff, and closes the case.  

On February 18, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Inacom.  In that complaint, Staff alleged that Inacom failed to file its 2002 Annual Report.  Also, Staff alleged that Inacom has not paid its assessment for fiscal years 2003 and 2004.  
Because of those failures, Staff asked the Commission to cancel Inacom’s certificate and tariff.  The Commission granted Inacom a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange services in Case No. TA-98-301.  Furthermore, Staff asked the Commission for permission to sue Inacom in circuit court for the overdue assessments and for penalties.

On February 20, the Commission notified Inacom of Staff’s complaint.  Inacom’s response was due no later than March 21.

Then, on March 2, Staff moved the Commission to cancel Inacom’s certificate and tariff, and to close the case.  Staff’s motion omitted its earlier request for authority to sue for penalties.  Staff omitted that request because the U.S. Bankruptcy Court approved a plan to liquidate Inacom.  Furthermore, the Secretary of State dissolved Inacom.  Staff’s motion included a letter from Inacom’s administrator.  That letter asked the Commission to cancel Inacom’s certificate and tariff.  

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.  The Commission will cancel Inacom’s certificate and tariff, and close the case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services that the Commission granted Inacom Communications, Inc., in Case No. TA-98-301 is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff of Inacom Communications, Inc., Mo. PSC Tariff No. 1, is also canceled.

3. That the Staff of the Commission shall treat the amount of Inacom Communications, Inc.’s unpaid annual assessments as public information. 

4. That this order shall become effective on April 2, 2004.

5. That this case shall be closed on April 3, 2004.
