ORDER DIRECTING FILINGS
The Commission would be aided in its deliberations if the parties would expeditiously file supplemental pleadings regarding the allocation of the burden of proof in this case.  Although the Office of the Public Counsel and the intervenors
 explicitly state that Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri, bears the burden of proof in this matter, the Commission is less clear regarding the positions of Staff and SBC Missouri.  Therefore, the Commission will direct Staff and SBC Missouri to file supplemental pleadings thoroughly clarifying their positions regarding the burden of proof.  Public Counsel and the intervenors may also file pleadings which more thoroughly explain their reasoning.  As the Commission will be discussing this case during its March 17, 2005 Agenda session, the parties are encouraged, but not required, to file their pleadings prior to the Agenda session’s 9:30 a.m. start time. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later March 18, 2005, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri, and the Commission’s Staff shall file supplemental pleadings as directed above.   Any other party may also file a supplemental pleading by March 18, 2005, as directed above. 
2. That no later than March 21, 2005, any party may file a response to the pleadings filed pursuant to ordered paragraph one. 

3. That this order shall become effective on March 16, 2005.
