Staff Recommendation to Approve Request to Override decision of the North         American Numbering Plan Administrator

On September 9, 2004, Charter Fiberlink-Missouri, LLC (Charter) filed a proposed request for additional numbering resources with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  Charter requests that the Commission review and reverse a decision of NeuStar, Inc. (NeuStar), the Pooling Administrator/North American Numbering Plan Administrator (Pooling Administrator), to withhold certain numbering resources to serve the needs of customers in the Wentzville and Pacific rate centers.  Charter requires these number resources to provide basic local telecommunications service on a non-Metropolitan Calling Area/Metropolitan Calling Area (MCA) basis.  Included in this filing is the Secretary of State Corporation Division Certificate of Good Standing, Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Request – Part 1 (Part 1) for the Wentzville rate center, and Pooling Administrator’s Response/Confirmation - Part 3 form (Part 3) for Wentzville and Pacific rate center.

Background

On December 29, 2003, January 14, 2004, and January 20, 2004, Charter submitted an application to the Pooling Administrator for two blocks of 1,000 telephone numbers one in the Wentzville and one in the Pacific rate centers.  Charter’s application, known as a Part 1 Request, was made to obtain blocks dedicated to the MCA for the Wentzville and Pacific rate centers.  The Pooling Administrator subsequently responded with a Part 3, which denied Charter’s requests for MCA blocks.  Charter then withdrew its requests because there currently are no MCA blocks available in the Wentzville or Pacific rate centers.  

Recommendation

 Because Missouri’s MCA requires separate codes to serve both MCA and non-MCA customers, Charter has demonstrated a verifiable need for additional numbers in the Pacific and Wentzville rate centers.  Since there are no 1,000 blocks available in the pool for either the Wentzville and Pacific rate centers, the Pooling Administrator must assign a new NPA/NXX code of 10,000 telephone numbers to both Wentzville and Pacific.  Staff recommends approval of Charter’s request to receive a NPA/NXX code of 10,000 telephone numbers for both the Wentzville and Pacific rate centers.  Consistent with industry established numbering conservation measures, the Staff recommends Charter return to the Pooling Administrator all but a 1,000 block of the NPA/NXX in both Wentzville and Pacific. Therefore, the Staff recommends language in the Commission’s order be substantially as follows:

1.  Within 30 days of receiving the NPA/NXX code of 10,000 telephone numbers, Charter is directed to return to the Pooling Administrator 9,000 of the 10,000 telephone numbers issued for the Wentzville rate center.

2.  Within 30 days of receiving the NPA/NXX code of 10,000 telephone numbers, Charter is directed to return to the Pooling Administrator 9,000 of the 10,000 telephone numbers issued for the Pacific rate center.

3.  Charter is directed to submit a Pleading in Case No. TO-2005-0062 informing the Commission of items 1 and 2 above. Such Pleading is to include a copy of the Pooling Administrator Part 3 form verifying return of the unused telephone numbers.
