ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 13, 2004, Level 3 Communications, LLC, filed its petition for arbitration with the Commission pursuant to the Telecom​munications Act of 1996 and Section 386.230 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri.
  In its December 15 order, the Commission made SBC Missouri a party, and required SBC Missouri to reply no later than December 28.  

Section 252(b)(3) of the Telecommunications Act allows a non-petitioning party 25 days from the date the petition is filed to respond.  The Commission will direct SBC Missouri to respond to Level 3’s petition no later than January 7, 2005.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri shall file a response and any other information regarding this petition on or before January 7, 2005, with the Secretary of the Missouri Public Service Commission, Post Office Box 360, Jefferson City, Missouri 65102, and send a copy to Level 3 Communications, LLC.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 17, 2004.
