ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE AND CANCELING PREHEARING CONFERENCE
This order provides notice to those entities that were parties to Commission Case Numbers TO-2004-0584 and TO-2004-0576 and cancels the prehearing conference scheduled for March 3, 2005.
On February 25, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed an Application to Open Case to Review an Interconnection Agreement.  Staff stated that Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri and Sage Telecom, Inc., filed two documents with the Commission: (1) Amendment Superseding Certain 251/252 Matter to Interconnection Agreements Under Section 251 and 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996; and, (2) Private Commercial Agreement for Local Wholesale Complete.  Staff opines that together these documents comprise a new interconnection agreement and should therefore be subject to Commission approval.  Staff goes on to state that the agreement does not discriminate against telecommunications carriers not party to the agreement, nor is the agreement against the public interest, convenience or necessity.  Staff therefore recommends that the Commission approve the agreement.
On February 28, 2005, SBC and Sage filed a motion for expedited treatment.  The parties request that the Commission approve the agreement by March 1, 2005, to have an effective date of March 11, 2005.  Although SBC and Sage disagree with Staff’s that the Amendment and the LWC comprise one, new interconnection agreement, the companies state that it does not appear material as long as the Commission approves the agreement in a timely manner.  
The Commission is unable to approve the agreement by March 1, 2005.  However, the Commission will act expeditiously.  To this end, the Commission will provide notice to those entities that were parties to the Case Nos. TO-2004-0584 and TO-2004-0576.  These entities have shown an interest in this matter by having applied for intervention in the predecessor cases to this matter and should be notified of this proceeding.  In light of the motion for expedited treatment, the Commission will require that applications to intervene be filed immediately. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission’s Data Center shall send notice to all those companies listed on the service lists in Case Nos. TO-2004-0584 and TO-2004-0576.
2. That any party wishing to request a hearing shall do so by filing a pleading no later than March 4, 2005, with:
