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Staff’s Supplemental Pleading


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its recommendation respectfully states:


1.
In its Order Directing Filings of November 15, 2004, the Commission directed its Staff to clarify whether ALLTEL Communications, Inc. had a certificate of service authority as reflected in the Staff’s memorandum, or if the memorandum should have indicated that ALLTEL Communications, Inc. in its capacity as a wireless carrier, is not certificated.


2.  The parties to the “Commercial Mobile Radio Services (CMRS) Interconnection Agreement”` included ALLTEL Communications, Inc. and the ALLTEL-controlled partnership Missouri RSA #4 Partnership.  According to the records of the Missouri Secretary of State, ALLTEL Communications, Inc. is a Delaware corporation in good standing and authorized to do business in Missouri.  The Missouri Public Service Commission has granted certificates of service authority to “ALLTEL Communications, Inc.” as both a competitive local exchange carrier and an interexchange carrier.  Only one entity in Missouri is authorized by the Secretary of State to use this name.

Because the interconnection agreement the Commission is reviewing in this matter was entered into by ALLTEL Communications, Inc. in its capacity as a wireless carrier, Staff had not identified ALLTEL Communications, Inc. as a “certificated” carrier for the purposes of this review.  Regardless, ALLTEL Communications, Inc is not delinquent in filing an annual report and paying the PSC assessment, and Staff is not aware of any reason why ALLTEL Communications, Inc. should not have its wireless interconnection agreement with Sprint Missouri, Inc. approved in this matter. 


WHEREFORE, Staff renews its recommendation that because the terms of this agreement satisfy the standard set forth in 47 U.S.C. §252(e), in that they do not discriminate against telecommunications carriers not a party to the Interconnection Agreement and are not against the public interest, convenience and necessity, the Commission grant approval of the Interconnection Agreement, and that the Commission direct the parties to the agreement to submit any future modifications or amendments to the Interconnection Agreement to the Commission for approval.
