ORDER DIRECTING SBC MISSOURI TO CLARIFY ITS PETITION 

On October 28, 2004, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed a pleading entitled Petition to Amend the Section 251/252 Interconnection Agreements between SBC Missouri and Various Competitive Local Exchange Carriers to Conform Such Agreements to Governing Law.  SBC Missouri’s petition names twelve specific competitive local exchange carriers as respondents.  SBC Missouri contends that its interconnection agreements with the twelve named carriers do not conform to current federal law relating to the provisioning of unbundled network elements.  SBC Missouri’s petition asks the Commission to amend those interconnection agreements by approving language proposed 

by SBC Missouri that would list the unbundled network elements that the Federal Communications Commission has determined need not be offered by SBC Missouri.  

Unfortunately, the Commission is unable to discern from SBC Missouri’s petition precisely what it wants the Commission to do.  If SBC Missouri is asking the Commission to summarily amend the existing interconnection agreements between SBC Missouri and the various competitive local exchange carriers, it has failed to cite any federal or state authority that would give the Commission the power to order such an amendment.  If, rather, SBC Missouri is asking the Commission to mediate or arbitrate its dispute with the competitive local exchange carriers that it has named as respondents, it must clearly request such services.  Until SBC Missouri clarifies its petition, the Commission will be unable to take any further action on that petition.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri is directed to amend its Petition to Amend the Section 251/252 Interconnection Agreements between SBC Missouri and Various Competitive Local Exchange Carriers to Conform Such Agreements to Governing Law to clarify the relief it seeks from the Commission and the source of the Commission’s authority to provide the relief that it requests.

That this order shall become effective on November 1, 2004.
