ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 11, 2004, the Commission issued its standard Order Granting Protective Order.  Lockheed Martin sought that order to protect the amount of payment it would make under its Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement with Staff.  Staff did not object to Lockheed Martin’s motion.

The amount of payment to the school district would appear to be public information under Chapter 610, RSMo.  That is, an interested party apparently could get the payment amount from the school district under Chapter 610.  The Commission now questions whether Lockheed Martin is entitled to the protective order.

The Commission will give Lockheed Martin 10 days to state why Lockheed Martin is entitled to a protective order under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085(1).  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services shall file a pleading no later than June 7, 2004, explaining why it is still entitled to a protective order, in light of the fact that the protected information appears to be otherwise available in a public format. 

2. That this order shall become effective on May 26, 2004.
