STATUS REPORT

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its status report respectfully states:

1. In accordance with the Commission’s April 20, 2004 Order Directing Filing, the Staff requested that the Missouri Secretary of State (Secretary) serve the Respondent with the Commission’s Notice of Complaint in the above-captioned case.

2. On May 17, 2004, the General Counsel of the Secretary stated by letter that the Secretary “has no authority to accept service or forward the Commission Order to an address outside the state of Missouri.” A copy of said letter is marked “Appendix A,” attached hereto and made a part hereof.  

3. On May 20, 2004, Staff served Mr. Engin Yesil, the president of Ntera, Inc., by certified mail at the company’s last known address:  1020 N.W. 163 Dr., Miami, Florida 33169.  The return mail receipt shows that this certified mail service was accepted on May 24, 2004. A copy of said record is marked “Appendix B,” attached hereto and made a part hereof. 

4. The Staff notes that all previous service has been directed to the address in paragraph 3 supra, which is the same contact address listed in the Commission’s Electronic Filing Information System.  Ntera, Inc. has not filed an answer to the Commission’s Notice of Complaint.


WHEREFORE, Staff requests that the Commission find that Ntera, Inc. failed, omitted, or neglected to file its 2002 Annual Report as required by Missouri statute; and authorize its General Counsel to bring a penalty action against the Company in the circuit court as provided in Section 386.600, based on the statutory penalties set forth in Sections 392.210.1 (for failing to file annual reports).       

Moreover, in addition to a finding that the Company failed to respond to the Complaint, resulting in a default under 4 CSR 240-2.070(9), Staff requests that the Commission take notice of Ntera, Inc.’s dissolved status since January 29, 2002 and find that the Company’s default constitutes its consent for the Commission to cancel its certificate and tariff, and therefore cancel the certificate of service authority of Ntera, Inc. to provide interexchange telecommunications services and the accompanying tariff, Mo. PSC No. 1.
